For 2010-2011, West Village Academy made Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) in English language arts and mathematics.  While we are pleased to have reached this important goal, we are continuously working to improve. We appreciate the continued support of parents, staff and our community in this effort.
Additionally, we would like to provide the following information:
1. Enrollment Process:  students who are residents of the State of Michigan can apply to the district at any time during the school year.  Parents can contact the school main office to complete an enrollment packet.  Enrollment packets must be completed and space must be available upon enrolling.  If space is not available, the student will be placed on a waiting list.
2. School Improvement Plan is updated annually based upon meeting the set goals.  The revised 2011-2015  will be available on the school’s website at http:westvillageacademy.org after September 1, 2011.
3. The Academy currently does not have a specialized school.  The Academy serves kindergarten thru eighth grade students.
4. Curriculum- the Academy’s curriculum is available for review in the main office by grade level.  The curriculum is aligned with the State grade level content expectations.  English Language Arts, mathematics, social studies, science, physical education and health, and foreign language standards are included in the Academy’s curriculum.
5. The students in grades K-1 are assessed on Terra Nova Basic Test and students in grades 2-8 are assessed on the Performance Scantron Series. The 2010-2011 results are available on in the main office of the school. 

6. Parent Teacher Conference average participation was 83% for the 2010-2011 school year.
 The Academy has made great strives over this last school year, there were challenges both financially and academically, but the school survived.  As we approach the next year, we are preparing our students to be successful in college, the work force, and beyond.
